Ideal Western Horse is to be shown at a walk, jog and 
lope, both ways of the ring, on a reasonably loose rein, 
without undue restraint . Horses are required to be 
backed.  Judged on 50% on conformation, 50% on 
performance and manners.  Animals must be untacked 
and judged on conformation.  Two attendants per horses 
allowed in the ring for untacking and grooming.  Wheel 
barrows and carts of any kind are prohibited in the ring.
